FIRsT LESSON Numbers 21:4-9  (Please be seated) Kayleigh Stewart
From Mount Hor the Israelites set out by the way to the Red Sea, to go around the land of Edom; but the peo-
ple became impatient on the way.

You were dead through the trespasses and sins in which you once lived, following the course of this world,
following the ruler of the power of the air, the spirit that is now at work among those who are disobedient. All
of us once lived among them in the passions of our flesh, following the desires of flesh and senses, and we
were by nature children of wrath, like everyone else. But God, who is rich in mercy, out of the great love with
which he loved us even when we were dead through our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ-- by
grace you have been saved-- and raised us up with him and seated us with him in the heavenly places in Christ
Jesus, so that in the ages to come he might show the immeasurable riches of his grace in kindness toward us in
Christ Jesus.

Feb 18, 25, Mar 3, 10, 17, and 24 — Take on Poetry this Lent — The season of Lent is often thought of as a
time to give something up or strip something back so that we might draw closer to God, yet, it can also be a
season to take something on to achieve the same goal. This Lent, you’re invited to take on the study of poetry
in a new class led by The Rev. James Morton. We’ll meet on Sunday evenings immediately following the 6
pm Eucharist in the Chantry. Using Mark Oakley’s The Splash of Words: Believing in Poetry as our guide,
this short (30-45 minute) weekly class will use poetry to transform the way we see the world, ourselves, and
God.
